This is a huge 
improvement over Vista where users would need to order additional disks manually from 
Microsoft. Users who purchase Windows 7 digitally through the Microsoft store will be 
allowed to choose which version they want prior to starting the download. 

Upgrading a 32 bit edition to 64 bit or downgrading a 64 bit install to 32 bit using the in-place 
approach is not supported. A clean install will be required.
